Continued—Syllabus:  Applied Behavior Analysis II, Spring 2001

Course Description:


A graduate-level course with required enrollment in the co-requisite practicum focusing on applied behavior analysis intervention procedures and research methodology.  The student will conduct a review of the literature, develop a written research and treatment proposal, conduct an applied behavior-analytic study with replications across subjects, and write an APA-style report of the research.  Throughout the course students will be expected to make oral presentations concerning their progress with their research and concerning assigned readings.  The student will also write two editorial reviews of research that uses a single-subject experimental design strategy for treatment and evaluation of behavior.

Projects and Grading:


Projects:  Students will be graded primarily on the basis of their written work and oral in-class presentations: 1) a formal research report/proposal written in appropriate journal style (e.g., Journal of Applied Behavior Analysis, or Journal of the Experimental Analysis of Behavior) (50 points); 2) two editorial reviews of research manuscripts or articles in JABA/JEAB editorial style (10 points each); 3) two or three in-class oral presentations describing and critiquing applied behavior analysis research issues and articles (10 points each). The professor reserves the right to add quizzes and examinations on the readings if it appears that some students are not prepared to discuss the readings in class. Note:  The applied single-subject design research project is required of all students.  Students who have not implemented the planned intervention procedure by the end of the course will be given a grade of Incomplete for the course and they will be expected to implement the intervention during the following semester.
