Description/Rationale:

To date the inclusion of young children with disabilities in educational and community settings is one of the most exciting, yet complex, practices in the field of early childhood special education.  As Guralnick (2001) has noted this state of affairs is a result of the fact that inclusion for young children with disabilities is impacted by not only the developmental growth and achievement of the children, the satisfaction of the families, and the degree of concordance with the current legislation, but also by the organizational control of the administrators and the educational practices of teachers and other early intervention specialists.  Persons working in the field of early intervention must have a firm philosophical basis for understanding this ever-changing scenario in order to make sensible decisions and to design more effective programs for the inclusion of young children with disabilities.

Course Objectives
Knowledge/Skills/Dispositions:
1. To provide an in-depth study of the diverse factors that influence the inclusion of young children with disabilities in community settings. 

2. To provide particular emphasis on community values, attitudes, social policy, organizational supports for integration, issues in curriculum and transition, and building positive interactions and relationships among children with special needs, teachers, and families. 

3. To provide opportunities for students to critique and synthesize current research, policy, and applied literature in order to develop their understanding of current issues for the inclusion of young children with disabilities in educational and community settings.

Student Outcomes
     Students will be able to:

1. Demonstrate an analysis and synthesis of readings by discussing the factors that facilitate the inclusion of young children with mild, moderate and intensive disabilities in educational and community settings.

2. Drawing on their experiences and professional judgment, students will apply the statements made by the texts’ authors to the challenges in curriculum design and implementation for young children with disabilities and their families.

3. Apply what has been read in the course materials and learned from the class discussions to create a synthesis of ecological perspectives on the implementation of integrated early childhood programs for young children with mild moderate and intensive needs.

4. Present, in written form, a position statement on a critical aspect of inclusion based on a synthesis of research and theory for young children with disabilities.


COURSE REQUIREMENTS

The learning activities for this course are designed to serve two functions, (1) ensure accomplishment of the objectives listed in this syllabus, and (2) reflect student's individual experiences, needs, skills and interests.

Requirements

1. Prepare critique and five questions for each class session based on the readings.  The critiques should address a theme across all of the week’s assigned readings, and should be three pages long.  Critiques are NOT for each chapter. The questions will provide discussion points for the session.  (Due at each class session).  
2. Beginning in Week 2, students will be responsible for organizing and managing the discussion for one to two class sessions. Students will prepare handouts and discussions questions for class, and will find five additional, current references for the topic. These will be prepared in bibliographic form.  Students work in teams, and should prepare overheads and provide a one page handout to everyone of their references. Additionallly, the instructor should be given a hard copy of the additional articles that were found to augment the week’s assigned readings.  (Due for your class session).  The discussion questions and references need to be e-mailed to the class the Monday prior to the discussion.
3. Complete one literature review. Write one 20-pg paper regarding one aspect of inclusion for young children with disabilities. Use APA style. At least 25 APA style references should be included and appropriate literature cited. (Due the ninth class session).
